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The vision of Christ Church is 
to be recognized as a joyful,  

spirit-filled community of

At the Sydney Olympics, the world was intro-
duced to Eric "The Swimmer" Moussambani of 
Equatorial Guinea as he swam in the 100-meter 
free style qualifying heat. The 22-year-old  
African had learned to swim the previous  
January. He had only practiced in a 20-meter 
pool without lane markers, and Eric had never 
raced more than 50 meters. By special invitation 
of the International Olympic Committee, Eric 
had been entered in the 100-meter men’s  
freestyle. 
 
When the other two swimmers in his heat were 
disqualified because of false starts, Moussambani 
was forced to swim alone. Eric was, to use the 
words of an Associated Press story about his 
race, "charmingly inept." He never put his head 
under the water’s surface and flailed wildly to 
stay afloat. With ten meters left to the wall, 
some spectators thought he might drown!  
 
Even though his time was over a minute slower 
than the other competitors, the capacity crowd 
at the Olympic Aquatic Center stood to their 
feet and cheered Eric on. When he finished the 
race and had caught his breath, Eric said  
"I want to send hugs and kisses to the crowd.  
It was their cheering that kept me going." 

We have a cheering section. People standing 
with us and for us. Encouraging us and loving 
us. We cannot see them all, but the book of 
Hebrews reminds us that a ‘great cloud of  
witnesses’, composed of all the faithful depart-
ed, is also pulling for us as we make our way 
through this life. 
 
Thanksgiving, then the season of Advent are 
drawing near. After a trying season in the world, 
there is much for which we are thankful. This 
year, I invite you to give particular thanks to 
God for those who have participated in your 
cheering section. I thank God for YOU! 
 
For whom are you thankful? Remember them 
in your prayers and thank them if you are able. 
 
For whom do you cheer? Let them know you 
care. Persevere in your support for them.  
It might be the difference between disappoint-
ment and victory.

I know that it is a little early to be thinking about New Year’s resolutions, and that for many, their resolutions are made after a 
couple of glasses of champagne on December 31. Here is a suggestion for a resolution that also constitutes a challenge: Read the 
Bible in One Year. Yes, for 2022, I am challenging you to resolve to read the entire Bible during the year. “What?” you say, “I 
tried that once before and came February, and the confusing offerings and sacrifices of Leviticus and skipped a day, and then 
two, then three, and pretty soon the Bible reading was finished for the year.”           
                                                                               
This is a program that was developed by the folks at Holy Trinity Brompton in London, the people who run the ALPHA 
Course. This is a program that includes not only the daily readings for the year, but also commentary and prayer. Here is an  
example from the readings for November 9. 

A Bible Reading Challenge 

Psalm 121 
A song of ascents. 
    1 I lift up my eyes to the mountains— 
        where does my help come from? 
    2 My help comes from the Lord, 
        the Maker of heaven and earth. 
    3 He will not let your foot slip— 
        he who watches over you will not slumber; 
    4 indeed, he who watches over Israel 
        will neither slumber nor sleep. 
    5 The Lord watches over you— 
        the Lord is your shade at your right hand; 
    6 the sun will not harm you by day, 
        nor the moon by night. 
    7 The Lord will keep you from all harm — 
        he will watch over your life; 
    8 the Lord will watch over your coming and going 
        both now and forevermore. 
 
Commentary 
God will guard and protect you 
Where is the first place you look when you are in trouble 
or don’t know what to do? Do you look to friends, family or 
the medical profession? There is nothing wrong in looking 
for help in all these directions. But the first place the 
psalmist looks is upwards. 
 
Regret looks back. Fear looks around. Worry looks in.  
Faith looks up. 
 

The psalmist looks up, ‘I lift up my eyes to the hills – where 
does my help come from?’ (v.1). Your help, strength and 
protection come from the maker of the universe: ‘My 
strength comes from God, who made heaven, and earth, 
and mountains’ (v.2, MSG). ‘He will not let your foot slip – 
he who watches over you will not slumber’ (v.3). 
This beautiful psalm speaks of the Lord’s love for you and 
his protection over your life. 
 
    ‘God’s your Guardian, 
        right at your side to protect you... 
    God guards you from every evil, 
        he guards your very life. 
        He guards you when you leave and when you return, 
        he guards you now, he guards you always’  
 (vv.5–8, MSG). 
 
I have sometimes used this psalm as a prayer for our family 
or friends who are facing difficulties in their lives. 
 
The promise of this psalm is that the Lord will protect you 
from all ultimate harm. The psalmist could not have known 
that this is made possible through the ‘once for all’ sacri-
fice of Jesus, which means that one day he will come ‘to 
bring salvation for those who are waiting for 
him’ (Hebrews 9:28). 
 
Prayer -   Lord, thank you that you watch over me day and 
night. Thank you that you watch over my coming and go-
ing both now and for evermore. 

In my opinion, this is a program that can be sustained over the course of the year and will bring you closer to God. There are 
three versions of the program: Classic, Express, and Youth. The Classic version takes about 25 minutes to read and the other 
versions much less. There is an app that can be used on a cell phone. Christ Church clergy will be participating, and Sunday 
Adult Formation on both Christ Church campuses will be based on the previous week’s readings.  
 
Please consider making reading the Bible in one year your New Year’s resolution. I will publish detailed instructions in  
December.
