The Prayer Book as a Rule of Life

Sometime last summer on a Saturday, I was at the
Foundry Coffee House (in desperate need of caffeination,
because of my desperate need to crank out a sermon for
the following morning. As happens quite frequently, I
bumped into one of our Christ Church seminarians. Even
though most of them live out of town, they seem to blow
back into town every once in a while, and the Foundry is
one of their hubs.

Gavin (a postulant in the Diocese of Dallas, and a
seminarian at Wycliffe Hall Toronto) and I sat down to get
caught up on life. Soon the conversation turned to his
studies, and in that same breath he uttered a phrase which
arrested my attention: “prayer book catholic.”

“T am a prayer book catholic,” he said. Intrigued, I pressed
him to say more about this moniker.

Let me back up a bit. It will not come as a shock to you,
dear reader, to hear me say that our world/culture/society
is currently in the throws of cataclysmic change. There are
so many examples and leading indicators of upheaval. Just
last night, a social media ad grabbed my attention, urging
me to “click the link” in order to learn more about digital
and crypto currencies. Oh, and now there’s the metaverse,
popularized by the name change of Facebook’s parent
company just last week. And, note: I have not even
mentioned American politics and that heated polarization
yet. (Have you noticed how chatter about civil war in the
U. S. does not seem nearly as far-fetched as it did just, say,
five or six years ago?)

In the midst of this upheaval, what is the role of the
church? It can’t be entertainment. It can’t be self-help. It
can’t be more of the same kinds of solutions that our
secular culture offers us.

Instead—and this leads in a straight line back to the
conversation with Gavin—the task of the Church is to
root people into practices which (by the grace of God,
of course) mediate God’s presence, and facilitate participa-
tion in God.

In the coutse of outr conversation, Gavin mentioned a
book to me: Inwardly Digest: the Book of Common Prayer as a
Guide to a Spiritual Life, by Derek Olsen. This book, he

said, expressed what he meant by the term “prayer book
catholic.” I promptly bought the book and devoured it, and
for the last few Sundays we’ve been discussing it during the
10AM Christian Formation Hour at Christ Church South.

Gavin was not wrong. Friends, I cannot overemphasize
how important this book is for me, for it shows how (and
why) the Book of Common Prayeris (or can be) a “rule of life”
for us today.

That ancient phrase, “rule of life,” is an apt foray into the
book, for it implies the importance of discipline. Not
discipline as an oppressive or heavy burden, but discipline
as the means to develop habits. Habits which form us into
the kind of people (again, by grace alone) who, through
hope, courage, honesty, grit, and love, can thrive and give
life to others in the midst of this culture of ours which, all
too often these days, seems to be burning to the ground.

This vision and template for discipline Olsen masterfully
presents. And he does it under the rubric (based on
Concerning the Service of the Church, on page 13 of the 1979
book) of time. The calendar (with its seasons and feasts)
structures the year; Sunday Eucharist structures the week;
the Daily Office structures the day.

Above I wused the phrases “God’s presence” and
“participation in God.” With Olsen I'm convinced that this
is the deep purpose of all this discipline. Fundamentally, the
Christian life is mystical. Longing for God’s presence is ac-
tually the entire point. My dad & I call it “the joyful ache.”
It’s what gets us humans out of bed in the morning.

Whether we realize it or not, God is the very Center of our
life, our world, and our being. The stream of the church
called “catholic” has always known this, and the Book of
Common Prayer forms us in this light, for this purpose.

There’s so much more I want to say about this book and
this rule of life—for example, how it allows us to follow St.
Paul’s injunction in 1 Thes. 5:17 to “pray without ceasing,”
but, alas, I’'m out of time and space.

Thanks be to God for Olsen’s book, Inwardly Digest.
