The book Children at Risk recounts the story of the terrorist bombing of 
the Marine barracks in Beirut. Hundreds of Americans were killed or 
wounded as they slept.  
 
A few days after the tragedy, Marine Corps Commandant Paul Kelly  
visited some of the wounded survivors in a Frankfurt, Germany hospital. 
Among them was Corporal Jeffrey Lee Nashton. Jeffrey had so many 
tubes running in and out of his body that a witness said he looked more 
like a machine than a man. Yet he survived.  
 
As the commandant neared him, Jeffrey, struggling to move and racked 
with pain, motioned for a piece of paper and a pen. He wrote a brief 
note and passed it back to Commandant Kelly. On the slip of paper were 
but two words -- "Semper Fi". The motto of the Marines. It means 
"forever faithful."  
 
With those two simple words Corporal Nashton reminds us of the  
sacrifice of those first Colonial patriots. And the many thousands of 
Americans whom they have inspired to work and fight and even die to 
preserve the liberty we enjoy, and the freedom of others throughout the 
world. 
 
Their love for this country is the standard. Thomas Jefferson wrote that 
“Patriotism is not a short and frenzied burst of emotion but the long and 
steady dedication of a lifetime.” 
 
As we prepare for Independence Day weekend, we thank God for the 
men and women who have given so much to enable us to live in this 
land of liberty. And we pray that we, as a country, will more faithfully 
live up to the commitment to ‘liberty and justice for all’ that we profess.

ONE NATION UNDER GOD… “Indeed, it has been said that democracy is the worst form of government 
except all those other forms that have been tried from time to time.”  

-Winston Churchill.  
 

In a few days we will celebrate that great American holiday, the 
Fourth of July, the day that we commemorate our separation 
from England in order to from a government that would 
insure that each one of us has the right to life, liberty, and the 
pursuit of happiness. I am proud to be an American. Most 
days, I can’t think of a place where I would rather live. As we 
complete the first decade of the third millennium, I’ll be 
honest with you; I am increasingly concerned about the 
direction of our country. And here is why. 
 

Author George Barna says that there are lessons to be learned from the fall of countries like ancient Greece and 
Rome and more modern examples like the Soviet Union and the British Empire. He says that a nation self-
destructs when: 

• Its people cannot hold a civil conversation over matters of disagreement because they are overly possessive of 
their values and beliefs and too unyielding of their preferences 

• Public officials and cultural leaders insist upon positioning and posturing at the expense of their opponents 
after the exchange of competing ideas – even though those opponents are fellow citizens with an assumed 
similar interest in sustaining the health of the nation 

• The public cannot agree on what constitutes goodness, morality, generosity, kindness, ethics, or beauty 

• A significant share of the electorate refuses to support legally elected officials who are faithfully upholding the 
Constitution and diligently pursuing the best interests of the nation 

• People lose respect for others and refuse to grant them the measure of dignity that every human being shares 

• The population embraces the notion that citizens are accountable solely to themselves for their moral and 
ethical choices because there are no universal standards and moral leaders 

 
Does all of this sound a little scary. It should, because it seems to me that this is the way our country is going. So 
where do we turn? Our Pledge of Allegiance states that we are “one nation under God;” that is where we find our 
hope, bowing in supplication to our God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
I believe that the promise that God made to the people of Israel in Old Testament times is still valid today. II 
Chronicles 7:14…if my people who are called by my name humble themselves, and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked 
ways, then I will hear from heaven and will forgive their sin and heal their land. From the National Council of Churches 1958 
Independence Day Proclamation: “We urge that people in every community come together that they may worship 
their Maker and solemnly commemorate the historic principles by which our founding fathers established our great 
republic. Such convocations should be dedicated to a humble appraisal of our privileges, blessings and duties as a 
nation…The Fourth of July should be a day of gratitude, reminding of the noble inheritance we have received, and 
of the costly sacrifices that have been made in behalf of the doctrine that all men are created free and equal. Let it 
be our prayer that there may be fostered among our people the spirit of true religion and of patriotism at its 
noblest and best, so that America’s cities and countryside may gleam “undimmed by human tears.”

Leadership and Ministry Certificate from Berkeley Divinity School at Yale. After college, he worked for over a dozen years for the 
federal government in Washington, D.C., on Capitol Hill, at the White House, and at the U.S. Department of Homeland Security.  
In Dallas, he served as a Worship Assistant at St. Michael and All Angels Episcopal Church; in Washington, D.C., he served as a  
Worship Assistant at St. Columba’s Episcopal Church.
