It has been a fickle season. From 60 to 10 

to 70 degrees to begin the new year.

In this frigid season, the contrasts between 

cold and warm, darkness and light are more 

acute. 

So it is fitting that Epiphany falls in the 

heart of January.  

Rooted in a word meaning ‘appearance’ or 
‘manifestation’, in Epiphany the Church 
recalls two events: the visit of the Magi to baby Jesus and His family, and the Baptism of our Lord. These events make comple-

mentary pronouncements about Christ. The wise men proclaim Him ‘King’ and John the Baptist calls Him ‘the Lamb of God.’ 
The former before Jesus utters His first word. The latter before He begins to teach or heal. Both proclaim the Good News—
Christ Jesus is the Savior! 

We have observed the Season of Epiphany for a very long time—since at least 361 AD. At its core, Epiphany is a season in 

which we build on Christmas and continue to celebrate the coming of Christ, announcing to the world that ‘Jesus is Lord!’ 

Like a fire on a winter night, the coming of Christ has brought warmth to a cold world, and light to a land clothed in darkness. 

Epiphany is a season at the heart of the mission of Christ Church: to share the light of Christ to all the world and to bring the 

warmth of God’s love to people chilled by the trials of life.  

My prayer for you this new year: May God reveal His love and majesty to you and yours in 2023. And may your “light so shine 

before others that they will see your good works and give glory to your Heavenly Father” (Matthew 5.16).  

Happy New Year and a peaceful Epiphany to you and those you love!
